Historical Sketch

The Committee on Home Religion was established as a Special Committee by the General
Assemly of 1942 on the recommendation of the Board of Sabbath Schools and Young People’s
Societies. The Committee published the devotional periodical, Every Day from 1943 to 1971. In
1970, following considerable postage increases and a continuing deficit subsidized by Ian & Alex
McEachern, the decision was made to replace Every Day with These Days in partnership withthe
Presbyterian Church in the US. (South), the United Presbyterian Church in the U.S. (North) and
the United Church of Christ. The United Church of Canada later also participated in this
partnership. In 1977 the Committee was discharged and its work transferred to the Board of
Congregational Life.
